1 DOEL EN TOEPASSINGSGEBIED 

Deze instructie geldt voor het exporteren van varkensvlees naar Nieuw-Zeeland en beschrijft de 
voorwaarden die worden gesteld aan de invoer in Nieuw-Zeeland, de controles die de NVWA hiervoor 
moet uitvoeren, en de gegevens die het bedrijfsleven moet aanleveren aan de NVWA. 

Over de certificeringseisen die gelden voor de export van varkensvlees naar Nieuw-Zeeland zijn officiële 
bilaterale afspraken gemaakt. Deze afspraken zijn bindend, van deze afspraken kan dus niet worden 
afgeweken.

3 DEFINITIES 

CRC : Consumer Ready Cuts; dit is vers vlees of vleesproducten in hoeveelheden van niet meer dan 3 
kg en klaar voor directe verkoop. 

4 WERKWIJZE 

4.1 Certificering 
 

Het certificaat is voor verschillende soorten varkensvlees, dus vers vlees, vleesproducten, verhitte 
producten etc., maar in eerste instantie in e-CertNL alleen te gebruiken voor vers varkensvlees, vers CRC 
en vleesproducten CRC. In e-CertNL is dit certificaat ook alleen voor deze 3 soorten vlees opgenomen. 
De certificering van varkensvlees naar Nieuw-Zeeland is toegestaan. 

 

NB: Dit certificaat is niet bestemd voor de export van retored producten. De export van die producten 
kan via verzoekcertificering.

Algemeen voor het invullen van het certificaat in e-CertNL: 
- Bij “origine dier (geboren)” en “origine dier (gemest)” moet het land worden ingevuld waar het dier 

respectievelijk geboren en gemest is. Belanghebbende moet aangeven waar de varkens zijn geboren 
en gemest. Aan hoofdstuk I zijn 2 kolommen toegevoegd waar deze landen worden getoond. Door 

Nieuw-Zeeland zijn de volgende landen, waar de varkens geboren en gemest mogen worden, 
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toegestaan: Australië, Canada, EU, Sonora State of Mexico en USA. 

Er kunnen meerdere landen per orderregel worden ingevuld. 
- Bij Origine product moet het land worden ingevuld waar de laatste handeling aan het te exporteren 

product heeft plaatsgevonden. 

- Alle slachthuizen, uitsnijderijen, vleesproductenbedrijven en koel- en vrieshuizen waar het vlees is 
bewerkt of opgeslagen moeten vermeld worden. 

- Bij Nieuw Zeeland type vlees moet worden aangegeven of het om vers vlees CRC, vers vlees overig of 
vleesproduct CRC gaat.

CertNL automatisch de niet van toepassing zijnde opties doorstrepen.  

CRC moet ook nog aan de volgende eisen voldoen: 
• Dit vlees is voor directe retail sale 

• Mag geen gehakt bevatten 

• Mag na het afzetten van de kop hiervan geen vlees gebruiken, vlees van de nek dat van het karkas 
verkregen wordt (zoals de procureur) is wel toegestaan. 

• Mag niet meer dan 3 kg per verpakking bevatten 
• Een aantal lymfeknopen moet verwijderd zijn. 

Belanghebbende moet dit kunnen aantonen.
